Meaning: 

I enter kailAsam behind the many celestials who are carrying flowers and water and singing praises of Siva, who wears a crescent moon as a beautiful head garland, and pArvathi. When I reached thiruvaiyARu without my feet touching the ground, I saw a male elephant coming with his loving young female elephant (like Siva and pArvathi coming together). I saw Siva's holy feet and many other wonders I have never seen anywhere else.

Background:

thiru~nAvukkarasar (a.k.a. appar) wanted to worship Siva in his abode in kailAsam. He walked for a long time towards north. After his legs could not walk any more, he started crawling pulling his body with his arms. His legs, arms, chest and the rest of his body were all worn out and badly injured by this crawling. Siva appeared in the form of a brahmin and explained to appar that he cannot reach kailAsam with his mortal body and advised him to go back. However appar was adamant that he would go back only after seeing Siva in kailAsam. The brahmin disappeared. A heavenly voice (asarIri) commanded thiru~nAvukkarasar to get up. At once, thiru~nAvukkarasar's body healed. A pond appeared in that place. The voice told him to take a dip in the pond and that he would be able to see Siva in kailAsam from thiruvaiyARu. thiru~nAvukkarasar took a dip in that pond and when he got out he was in the temple tank in thiruvaiyARu. Due to god's grace, thiru~nAvukkarasar saw everything in thiruvaiyARu as Siva and pArvathi and the bhUtha gaNas. He describes the fact that he reached thiruvaiyARu without his feet walking on ground and the vision he had when he got out of the temple tank in the padhigam that starts with the song 'mAdharp piRaikkaNNiyAnai'
